Biographical Data:

The Leeuwin II is Australia’s largest dedicated sail training ship. The ship is run by the Leeuwin Ocean Adventure Foundation, a not-for-profit organisation dedicated to youth development.
Leeuwin II takes predominately 15-25 year old youths on board for extended periods of time. The Leeuwin II has been successfully running youth development programs since 1986. The Foundation also offers an Ultimate Challenge. The Leeuwin II is the only tall ship in Australia to offer an ocean adventure voyage specifically for youth with physical, intellectual and/or sensory limitations.

The voyages offered aim to develop the potential of all trainees on board. We endeavour to aid social confidence and relationship skills by focusing on the concept of self, communication skills, teamwork and a sense of community. The skills and experiences developed by the program are of benefit not only to the individual involved, but also their peers, family, school, and community. The life-long skills also transfer to increased employability responsible citizenship.

The Leeuwin II also undertakes a variety of shorter sails. This includes day sails for school groups, both primary and secondary, as well as private charters and public short sails. Public short sails run over summer, and are 3 hours per sail.
The Leeuwin Ocean Adventure Foundation’s six fundamental values create the core, and influence how the program is managed. These values are safety and wellbeing, respect and integrity, inclusivity, passion and adventure, empowerment, and, sustainability. These values are portrayed to all those who participate in our programs, through a variety of mediums.
